Baltimore County Regulations on Open Burning

Bonfires and agricultural burning are illegal in Baltimore County without permits from the Fire Marshal and, in some cases, from local environmental authorities (Chapter 10 of the Baltimore County Fire Prevention Code).

Leaf Burning

Leaf burning is prohibited throughout the county; the Department of Public Works collects leaves and other yard materials as part of its regular collection schedule.

Bonfires

Open burning, including recreational bonfires, is prohibited inside the perimeter of the Beltway (I-695).

Outside the Beltway, recreational bonfires require a permit from the local Office of the Fire Marshal. Call 410-887-4880.

Fire Pits and Small Cooking Fires

Small, outdoor fires for cooking, such as campfires, broilers, grills and hibachi, are permitted but must be attended.
Small recreational fires no larger than 3’ in diameter are allowed; these can be purchased or self-constructed.

There must be one person 18 years of age or older in attendance until the fire is out and there are no smoldering embers.

Fires and other open flame cooking devices must be at least 15’ from multifamily dwellings, apartments, and condos.

ROUTINE PRECAUTIONS MUST BE TAKEN:

Maintain a garden hose or other method of extinguishment.

Keep flammable material such as mulch, leaves, and debris away from the fire.

Maintain a safe distance from structures, decks, sheds, vehicles, or anything else flammable.

Do not burn trash, debris, flammable liquids or gases.

Dispose of the ashes in a safe manner i.e., in a metal trashcan and wet down until saturated.

ALL YOU NEED TO KNOW ABOUT BALTIMORE COUNTY GOVERNMENT –ON LINE

Baltimore County has a website which allows the unsophisticated computer user to access information about a range of topics including trash schedules, court dockets, zoning issues, voting districts, animal control, etc.

Using a search machine such as Google, enter “My Neighborhood Baltimore County.” 

Appearing is a web page containing menus across the top and left hand side. If you continue down the menu on the left there is the topic, “Most Requested Services´ which ends with the title, “More>>>. “ Click on that title and 67 more items appear which should include most items of interest to the average citizen.

The Menu on the top of the web page includes a search machine within the site to find a topic not located from the previous menu.  Also included is a “Report Button” which allows a citizen to report an issue of concern. Type in the nature of your concern and the department to deal with that issue surfaces on the screen.

If you are interested in a particular address in Baltimore County notice in the middle of the web page an Orange rectangle with the title “Visit my Neighborhood.”  Click on the orange rectangle and a new screen appears with the usual warranties and disclaimers. After reading the information, or not, check, “I agree” and “OK”.

Map appears and on the left hand side type in address of interested property above SEARCH.

Provided is the name of owners etc. To find the assessed value of this property and the price paid go down to Real Report Property and click “More Info.” Owner information tells if property is residential or rental. If rental, provides name of mailing address of owner.

With a little exploring and patience you may be surprised how much information there is on the web page.
